gell advised for a period of time to make no fundamental changes in the Laws of the
ame.

He felt that during the next two years the Board should devote some of its time to dis-
cussing trends and developments of the game. He instanced many cases in which referees
and countries had different interpretations in the existing rules.
The Board agreed with the President, and it was decided that a working party should be
established to meet to consider any minor changes that might be necessary and phrase-
ology in connection with the Laws of the Game, and they should report to the next Meet-
ing of the International Board.

crossed the line, by a player of the defending team.
A goalkeeper shall not receive the ball into his hands
from a goal-kick in order that he may, thereafter,
kick it into play. If the ball is not kicked beyond the
penalty-area, i.e., direct into play, the kick shall be
retaken. The kicker shall not play the ball a second
time until it has touched or been played by another
player. A goal shall not be scored direct from such a
kick. Players of the team opposing that of the player
taking the goal-kick shall remain outside the penalty-
area whilst the kick is being taken.

Players of the
team opposing that of the player taking the corner-
kick shall not approach within ten yards of the ball
until it is in play, i.e. it has travelled the distance of
its own circumference, nor shall the kicker play the
ball a second time until it has been touched or played
by another player.

(a) EXPLANATION OF THE EXACT INTERPRETATION OF CHANGES TO THE LAWS OF THE GAME
It was agreed that when significant changes to the Laws were made, the text of such
changes should be accompanied by an explanation of the exact interpretation given by
the International Board which must be followed by all Associations.

MEMORANDUM ““‘CO-OPERATION BETWEEN REFEREE AND LINESMEN"

The changes put forward for alterations to be made to the diagram and text of the above
in order to make them consistent with the text and scenes illustrated in the FLFA. film
“Referee and Linesmen—A Team” were approved.

6—OTHER BUSINESS
(a) The following request for clarification submitted by the F.A. of Wales was considered:—
‘Law 5 oF THE LAWS OF THE GAME—REFEREES

In paragraphs (c) and (d) it is stated that Referees shall report misconduct to the
National or Affiliated Association concerned—
“within two days after the occurrence (Sundays not included)”

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In the F.LF.A. Laws of the Game and Universal Guide for Referees it reads: —
“within the stipulated time”

The Referees’ Chart also shows “within the stipulated time”, although on page 36
which shows a specimen misconduct report, the words “within two days (Sundays
not included)” appear.

No amendment has been made at the International Board as far as can be ascer-
tained.’

The Board studied the difference in phraseology between the relevant sections of the
Laws of the Game as printed in the Universal Guide for Referees and the Referees’
Chart. It was agreed that the phraseology in The Referees” Chart should conform to
the wording in the Universal Guide for Referees, but where the British Associations
had stipulated a time in which a referee should make his report that time should be
incorporated as a footnote.

() A request from The Football Association for reconsideration of International Board
Decision 10 of Law 12 of the Laws of the Game was considered. It was agreed to amend
International Board Decision 10 of Law 12 of the Laws of the Game to read *‘he shall be
dealt with as if the offence were committed on the field of play”.

7—MEETING 1970 The invitation of the Scottish Football Association to hold the 1970 Meeting at
Inverness over the week-end of the 27th and 28th June, 1970 was accepted.

(Present as for the Meeting of the International Board with the exception of the Delegates of the
F.LF.A)

1.—STATUS OF PLAYERS The Meeting discussed the following proposals by the Irish Footha]]
Association: —

(a) the deletion from Articles of Association and Rules of all references to ‘amateyr’ and
‘professional’ players.

(b) to refer in future only to players with, for example, the following main registration
classifications : —

1. Full time players in receipt of wages.

2. Part time players in receipt of wages.

3. Players receiving no remuneration except necessary travel and hotel expenses
and payment for loss of time.

4. Players receiving no remuneration except necessary travel and hotel expenses.

It was agreed that the Four British Associations should give active examination to the propo-
sals with a view to reaching conclusions at the Meeting of the Four British Associations in
June 1970.

It was also agreed that the Four British Associations should decide on a common approach to
the position if that were possible.

2.—HOME INTERNATIONAL FOOTBALL TOURNAMENT

(a) BREACH OF TELEVISION AGREEMENT FOR 1968/69
The Meeting deplored the breach of the Agreement whereby an announcement had been
made by an Independent Television Company that the matches would be televised live
contrary to the specific clause of the Agreement which forbade such announcements.
The Committee felt that the breach of the Agreement might very well have been a reason
for certain low attendances.
The Independent Television Company should be left in no doubt as to the attitude of the
Four British Associations, and it was agreed, therefore, that in any future Agreements 2
penalty clause should be inserted which would come into effect if a television Company
was in any way in breach of the Agreement.

(b) TELEVISION ARRANGEMENTS FOR 1969/70
It was agreed that there should be no live television of the Home International Tour:
nament in 1970 because of the difficulties which might arise in connection with other
matches, not necessarily in The Football League, which might be played at the same time.
It was further agreed, therefore, that the television Companies should be invited to tender
for the right to show recordings of the matches in the Tournament.

(c) SUBSTITUTES 3
It was agreed to confirm the practice of having one substitute in the Home International

matches to all International matches at all levels played between the four Associations
but in addition to permit the substitute to be chosen from up to five named substitutes and
in accordance with normal practice they would be named to the referee prior to the start

of the game.

10
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3—INTERNATIONAL BOARD AGREEMENTS—Relations between National Associations con-
cerning Clubs and Players

(@) AGREEMENT 2(f)—20TH JUNE, 1953
The Committee examined the agreements which had been reached in connection with the
approaching of schoolboys and it was confirmed that the new agreements which remained
after various amendments had been effected over the years were functioning satisfactorily.

(b) AGREEMENT 2(g)—I17TH JUNE, 1961
The Committee considered deleting the following Agreement: —

“Players under 17 years of age born in Scotland or Northern Ireland are not eligible
for registration as Apprentice Players in England or Wales unless immediately prior
thereto they have resided in these countries for at least two years.”

The Committee reviewed the discussions which had been held in connection with the
above Agreement and it was proposed that subject to the agreement of The Football
League, the following note should be recorded in the Minutes of the Meeting as a
new Agreement : —

“Notwithstanding the restrictions imposed by the rules of The Football Association, and The
FA. of Wales, relating to Apprentices, it was agreed that any player who was born in Scotland or
Northern Ireland and who is registered as an apprentice, either in England or Wales, shall be permit-
ted to return to the country in which he was born in order to play for a club there, either during the
currency of his registration, which shall be cancelled on his submitting the appropriate request, or on
his attaining his eighteenth birthday.

Any player who does elect to play in Scotland or Northern Ireland under these circumstances,
shall, if he returns to England or Wales within a period of two years of the date on which his regis-
tration as an apprentice was cancelled or of his attaining his eighteenth birthday, be regarded as
belonging to the club for which he was an apprentice, and his subsequent movements shall be deter-
mined accordingly.”

Following acceptance of the above, the present agreement would be deleted.

4—0LYMPIC GAMES The Committee considered the steps to be taken to form a Joint Committee
on the lines suggested at a Meeting of the Sports Council in connection with the preparation of an
International team to compete in the Olympic Games.

The Meeting was in agreement with the proposal that a Joint Committee be formed for thai purpose,
and that the Minister with Special Responsibility for Sport should be so informed.

3—OTHER BUSINESS

(a) FLF.A. Levy 1
The Committee considered the lengthy exchanges of correspondence there had been in
connection with the payments of 1 per cent levy to the F.LF.A. for matches played in the
Henri Delaunay ‘Cup for Seasons 1966/67 and 1967/68, which matches constituted a
Qualifying Competition for the European Championship. :
During the course of the discussion the Meeting was joined by Sir Stanley Rous, President
of FLE.A., and Doctor H. Kaser, General Secretary of F.LF.A. After the withdrawal of
the two F.LF.A. Officials the Associations decided that the Four British Associations
should pay the levy to F.LF.A. in accordance with the provisions of the Rules of the Henri
Delaunay Cup without in any way prejudicing the position of the Four British Associations
in relation to future matches played between the four Home Countries.

(b) PresiDENT OF THE F.LF.A. ;
The Four British Associations agreed that The Football Association should recommend
that Sir Stanley Rous should be renominated as President of the F.LE.A.

(¢) HOME INTERNATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP :
The representatives of The Football Association of Wales reported that they had dif-
ficulties in securing the release of their players for matches in the Home International
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Tournament. They drew attention to the fact that one of the conditions under which jt haq
been agreed with The Football League to play the Home International Tournament af the
end of the Season was that there was to be no restriction placed upon any players who
were required to play for their National Associations. The meeting reiterated their beljef
that the playing of the Home International Tournament at the end of the Season requireq
that all players requested to play for their National Associations should be released by
their Clubs during the period of the Tournament.

(d) WAaLEsS v. Rest or THE UNITED KINGDOM
The Committee discussed the arrangements for the above match to be played on the 28
July, 1969. The Associations of England, Scotland and Northern Ireland agreed to the
composition of the party and to invite Sir Alf Ramsey to act as Team Manager and M,
Harold Shepherdson to act as Trainer of the Rest of the United Kingdom team.
